NSW Aboriginal
Land Council

CAF Australia is entering its third
year as administrators of an
innovative education scholarship
programme for Aborigines in
New South Wales.

The NSW Aboriginal Land Council
has established a $30 million
Education Endowment Fund to
provide Aboriginal students with
financial support for school fees,
books and equipment such as lap
top computers.

More than 260 scholarships have
been awarded and the program
is now being expanded to seek
internships, training and jobs

for Aborigines who nationally
have a high overrepresented
unemployment rate compared to
non indigenous Australians.

Telstra

This past year CAF Australia
worked with the Telstra
Foundation which offers support
to a significant number of
projects across Australia.

CAF managed the administration
of the Telstra Community
Connection Program which
recognised Telstra employees’

contribution and effort in the
community. This one-off program
provided grants in two key areas:
e Community Connection
Leadership Grants. A grant of
$1,000 made as a donation to the
community organisation where
the Telstra employee is part of
the committee of management.

e Community Connection
Volunteering Grants. A grant of
$250 made as a donation to a non
profit organisation where the
Telstra employee has volunteered
their time.

The Program supported a
broad range of not-for-profit
community groups including
choirs, sports clubs, local
neighbourhood houses, respite
care groups and home visits.

Working with the international
YUM! brands group CAF
Australia is the funds delivery
organisation closely involved with
the development of their ‘From
Hunger to Hope’ fundraising
program and the disbursement of
donated and collected funds.

Working in conjunction with
World Relief Australia over
$900,000 has been directed to
the United Nations World Food
Programme in the last year to
help alleviate hunger.

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CAPF’s Work in Asia

The growing use
of CAF services by
individuals and
corporate entities
in the Asia
Pacific region
has led to the
setting up of an
alliance with The
Centre for Asian
Philanthropy
(CAP) based in
Singapore

CAF's increasing involvement
with high net worth individuals
involved in Community
Engagement projects, along
with providing programs

like Workplace Giving for
international businesses such as
Macquarie Bank, has accelerated
this development.

Other examples of CAF's Asian
involvement include:

CAF is providing Consultancy
services for the Burberry clothing
company'’s London based
Foundation — working with
partner The Hong Kong Council
for Social service.

CAF is organising the
disbursement of funds and the
management of 3 projects to
improve the fate of disaffected
youth in Hong Kong.

From Singapore, CAF is acting as
consultant and project manager
for a locally based wealthy Indian
family.

The family has already financed
the building of a school in
Rajasthan, in northern India

to help improve schooling
opportunities in this poverty
stricken area.

The family is now working with
CAF to invest additional funds to
build an entire village to house
destitute families from the region.
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Private Foundations

Despite the pressures from the global
financial crisis, CAF Foundations
and Sub-Funds, while temporarily

reducing activity, have stayed
reasonably strong and they have

continued to dedicate significant

resources to the charities and
charitable causes they support.

Disadvantaged
regional women

and girls...

The education of disadvantaged
women and girls from remote
regions of Australia has attracted
the philanthropic commitment
of an innovative private CAF
administered Foundation.

The Founder, herself from rural
Australia, has established five
significant scholarship programs
to encourage young women to
attend UTS, the Prince of Wales
Medical Research Institute (Brain
Research), NIDA, CEDA and the
Australian Ballet School.

Youth and Children

in need...

Australia’s expanding need to
provide child and youth support
against abuse, poverty and
dysfunctional family lives — and
the effect that can have on
their schooling - is a focal point
of several CAF administered
Foundations.

The Foundation Trustees and
their donors are funding vital
programs aimed at helping
parents and carers transmit the
essential values that build self
esteem and positive values.

Organizations such as The

Smith Family Learning for Life
Program, Open Family, Lifestart,
and Good Beginnings, are
making measurable inroads into
addressing these issues.

Impoverished

villageers in China...
The Trustees of a private
Foundation managed by CAF
dedicated significant resources
to the construction of much
needed water and education
programs in two of China’s most
disadvantaged regions.

Local villagers for decades had to
walk a minimum of 10 kms each
day to fetch and carry water for
their cooking and hygiene needs,
but the construction of new
water pipes provides a continuing
supply with the collection point
located at the town centre.

This Foundation also funded the
construction of two new schools
which now has young children
attending classes which will, in
turn, hopefully lead them to
previously unreachable vocational
opportunities.
